(21-27 May)

We have received word from ‘Forward Together’ in the Church of Scotland (a parallel
movement to Presbyterian AFFIRM) that they face a watershed decision on the question
of homosexual leadership at their annual General Assembly this month.

The Assembly will hear an appeal against the decision of the Presbytery of Aberdeen to
induct into a charge a minister who has openly declared himself to be living in a
homosexual relationship in the manse. There is also an Overture that the Assembly make
its will known clearly and decisively on this issue for the future.
